What to do about those pesky, 

and to some frightening, spiders 

that find there way into every 

crack and crevice at the marina?  

This is the question on everyone’s 

mind in the entire marina world.   

To protect the environment and 

the pristine waters, a simple appli-

cation of pesticide is not an op-

tion, nor is eliminating them with 

other chemicals  and toxins.  But 

there are a few things that can be 

done on a regular basis to slow 

them down considerably. 

The Marina staff has already in-

stalled yellow lights in the dock 

lights, which reduce the initial 

attraction.  We will also be spray-

ing the light posts and surround-

ing areas with salt water and 

sweep them on a regular basis.  

Diatomaceous earth has been 

found to be an effective spider 

deterrent and will be tried if the 

other less evasive methods are 

not successful.   

We recommend you give these 

suggestions a try on your boat as 

well.  If you have other ideas that 

you find work, let us know—we’ll 

give it a try. 

Meanwhile—be brave, and thank-

ful, they eat mosquitoes!

number of boat boardings.  To 

help them and save yourself time 

while enjoying your boat, take 

advantage of the complementary 

vessel inspections offered by the 

U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary and 

the Power Squadron members.   

By allowing these volunteers to 

perform an inspection you can be 

assured that all the Coast Guard 

required safety equipment is 

proper and onboard.  To show 

that you have successfully com-

pleted this process you will be 

issued a sticker to post on the 

boat.  If you are pulled over, the 

officials will typically accept this in 

lieu of a boarding.
